Lincoln Art Competition – 2026 

It’s time to flex your creative muscles and create an artwork for entry to the 2026 Lincoln Art Competition! We want paintings, drawings, sculptures, metalwork, photography, digital works, handmade jewellery, fabric-crafts, or graphic design. 
Many of the artworks that have been prize winners in the past are hanging in Milne House and the Edgeloe Study Centre, so take a look to see how creative they are, noting the prizes for all the prize categories are open to all sorts of artwork, not just paintings that can be hung on a wall.
Rules of entry:

1. Entrants must be student residents at Lincoln in Semester 1.

2. Work entered must be the original work of an individual student, and must not have been entered in a Lincoln Art Competition previously.
3. Artworks created or co-created by Artificial Intelligence programs (including but not limited to MidJourney, StableDiffusion and DALL-E) are ineligible for entry. 
4. Work must include a brief artist’s statement describing what inspired the artwork, or what they wished to achieve through creating the artwork. See https://thecreativeindependent.com/guides/how-to-write-an-artist-statement/ for tips about preparing an artist’s statement. 

5. Students may submit a maximum of three entries in total. College staff may submit entries for display but these will not be included in the judging for prizes.
6. You must submit a cover sheet (available to download from the Lincoln College website at a link shared in the Announcements Page on FB) for each art work entered.

7. The closing date of the competition is Mon 4th May – artworks to be delivered to College Services, Milne House by 4pm. 

8. All art works entered will be exhibited at Lincoln prior to judging (space permitting).

9. Art works will be judged by invited judges with prizes for:

a. First ($100), second ($50) and third prize ($30), overall;
b. A “people’s choice” award ($50), voted by attendees to the exhibition; and
c. “Highly commended” certificates will also be awarded by the judges.
10. The Lincoln College First prize painting will be bought by Lincoln for exhibition in the public areas of the college. Other prize winners may be invited to loan their artwork to the college for exhibition for the remainder of the student’s stay in college.

11. Winners will be announced at Formal Dinner.

12. Rules may be amended at the discretion of the competition organiser. The judges’ decision is final.
